Runner Block Assembly
1.  Sew (1) 3” x WOF Fabric C strip to the left side of (1) 3” 
Fabric D strip lengthwise to make (1) Strip Set 1 (Fig. 1).

2.  Cut the Strip Set 1 into (12) 3” x 5 ½” Unit 1 strips (Fig. 2).

3.  Sew (1) 3” x WOF Fabric E strip to the left side of (1) 3” 
Fabric C strip lengthwise to make (1) Strip Set 2 (Fig. 3).

4.  Cut the Strip Set 1 into (12) 3” x 5 ½” Unit 2 strips (Fig. 4).

5.  Sew (1) Unit 1 strip to the top of (1) 
Unit 2 strip lengthwise to make (1) Unit 3 
square (Fig. 5). The unit should measure 
5 ½” square. Repeat to make (12) Unit 3 
squares total.
