From the Swirly Stars - Navy (A), cut:

*(4) 4 2" x WOF strips. Sub-cut (36) 4 '42” squares.

*(2) 2 2” x WOF strips. Sub-cut (32) 2 '42” squares.

*(2) 1 2”7 x WOF strips. Sub-cut (16) 1 '2” x 3 /2" strips.
* (1) 1 %2” x WOF strip. Sub-cut (16) 1 4” x 2 2" strips.
*(4) 1 2” x WOF strips. Sub-cut (16) 1 /2" x 8 /2" strips.
* (8) 2 2” x WOF strips for the binding.

From the Swirly Stars - Cream (B), cut:

*(2) 2 2" x WOF strips. Sub-cut (16) 2 2" x 4 /2" strips.
* (1) 2 2" x WOF strip. Sub-cut (16) 2 '4” squares.

*(4) 1 2” x WOF strips. Sub-cut (48) 1 /27 x 3 /2" strips.
* (6) 1 2” x WOF strips. Sub-cut (48) 1 /2” x 4 /2" strips.
* (12) 1 ¥2” x WOF strips. Sub-cut (48) 1 }4” x 8 2” strips.

From the Bandana Stars - Light Blue (C), cut:

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From the Folio - Cream (D), cut:

* (12) 2 5” x WOF strips. Sub-cut (48) 2 /2" x 8 14” strips.

*(2) 22" x WOF strips. Sub-cut (16) 2 2” x 4 2" strips.

* (4) 2 2" x WOF strips. Sub-cut (64) 2 '4” squares.

*(2)2” x 30 %2” WOF strips.

*(2)2” x 33 %2” WOF strips.

* (4) 1 %27 x WOF strips. Sew the strips together end to end
with diagonal seams and cut (2) 1 2” x 66 '4” strips.

* (4) 12”7 x WOF strips. Sew the strips together end to end
with diagonal seams and cut (2) 1 2" x 64 '4” strips.

From the Swirly Stars - Red (E), cut:

*(2) 1 2" x WOF strips. Sub-cut (16) 1 ¥2” x 3 12" strips.
* (1) 1 %2” x WOF strip. Sub-cut (16) 1 4” x 2 4" strips.
*(4) 12" x WOF strips. Sub-cut (16) 1 ¥2” x 8 2" strips.

From the Bandana Stars - Red (F), cut:
* (4) 42" x WOF strips. Sub-cut (36) 4 '4” squares.
*(2) 2 2" x WOF strips. Sub-cut (32) 2 '4” squares.

From the Words - Cream (G), cut:
*(2) 2 2" x WOF strips. Sub-cut (16) 2 2” x 4 2" strips.
* (1) 2 %2” x WOF strip. Sub-cut (16) 2 }4” squares.

From the Banner Panel - Cream (H):
* Fussy cut (1) 30 2” x 30 '4” panel.

From the Bunting Stripe - Cream (I):

* Fussy cut (4) 4” x 84 '4” Length of Fabric (LOF) strips,
each centered on (14) bunting scallops.

From the Swirly Stars - Cream (Version #1) (Backing), cut:

From the Swirly Stars - Cream (Version #2) (Backing), cut:
* (2) 74” x WOF strips for the backing. Sew the strips
together and trim to make the 74” x 74” back.

15. Sew (1) Block Three square to the top of (1) Block Two
square. Sew the resulting strip to the left side of the Center
Block.

16. Sew (1) Block One square to the top of (1) Block Three
square. Sew the resulting strip to the right side of the Center
Block.

17. Sew (1) Block One square, (1) Block Two square, (1)
Block Three square and (1) Block Two square together in
that order. Sew the new strip to the top of the Center Block.

18. Sew (1) Block One square, (1) Block Three square, (1)
Block Two square and (1) Block One square together in that
order. Sew the new strip to the bottom of the Center Block.

19. Sew (1) 1 ¥5” x 64 '4” Fabric D strip to each side of the
Center Block. Sew (1) 1 %2” x 66 2” Fabric D strip to the
top and to the bottom of the Center Block to make the quilt
top. Note: This completes Version #2 of the quilt top.

20. Mark the center of each side of the quilt top. Position
each Fabric I border strip on the marked center in between
two printed bunting scallops.

21. Center (1) 4” x 84 ' Fabric I strip on (1) side of the
quilt top as described in Step 20 and pin in place. Start
sewing the strip a %4” from the top edge of the quilt top and
stop a /4” from the bottom edge. DO NOT TRIM THE
EXCESS. Repeat with the opposite side.
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22. Repeat Step 21 to sew (1) 4” x 84 '4” Fabric I strip to
the top and to the bottom of the quilt top, making sure to stop
and start %4 away from each end of the quilt top. To miter
each corner, fold the quilt top on a diagonal, wrong side
together. This should line up the strips from adjacent sides
(Fig. 23).

23. Starting at the sewn seam
(represented by the arrow in
Figure 23), draw a 45-degree
line to the edge of the fabric.
