(Follow the Quilt Layout while assembling the quilt top.)
15. Sew (1) Inner Side Border to each side of the Center
Block.

16. Sew the Inner Top Border and the Inner Bottom Border
to the top and to the bottom of the Center Block.

17. Sew (1) 2” x 42 '5” Fabric C strip to each side of the
Center Block. Sew (1) 2” x 39 2" Fabric C strip to the top
and to the bottom of the Center Block.

18. Sew (1) Outer Side Border to each side of the Center
Block.

19. Sew the Outer Top Border and Outer Bottom Border to
the top and to the bottom of the Center Block.

20. Sew (1) 2” x 69 '4” Fabric C strip to each side of the
Center Block. Sew (1) 2” x 66 2" Fabric C strip to the top
and to the bottom of the Center Block.

21. Sew (1) 1 5” x 72 '5” Fabric F strip to each side of the
Center Block. Sew (1) 1 %2” x 68 %2 Fabric F strip to the top
and to the bottom of the Center Block.

22. Sew (1) 5 '2” x 74 14" Fabric K strip to each side of the
Center Block. Sew (1) 5 %2” x 78 %" Fabric K strip to the top
and to the bottom of the Center Block to make the quilt top.

23. Layer and quilt as desired.

24. Sew the (8) 2 /2" x WOF Fabric D strips together, end
to end with 45-degree seams, to make the binding. Fold this
long strip in half lengthwise with wrong sides together and
press.

25. Bind as desired.
