* (1) 4 7%” x WOF strip. Sub-cut (2) 4 75 squares.

From the Twinkle - Gray (D), cut:
* (1) 4 7%” x WOF strip. Sub-cut (2) 4 75 squares.
* (3) 2 2" x WOF strips. Sub-cut (48) 2 '42” squares.

From the Glow Spiderweb - Black (E), cut:
* (1) 2 27 x WOF strip. Sub-cut (8) 2 /2” x 4 14" strips.

From the Glow Witch Silhouette - Black (F), cut:
