Cutting Instructions
Please note: all strips are cut across the width of fabric

From the Crow Blocks - Black (A), fussy cut:
* (1) 11”7 x 15” rectangle, centered on the crow on the fence.
* (4) 7 %" x 7 Y4 squares, each centered on a small crow.

From the Bias Weave Texture - Black (B), cut:

* (1) 1 3%4” x WOF strip. Sub-cut (2) 1 %4” x 17 4" strips.

* (1) 1 %2” x WOF strip. Sub-cut (8) 1 2" squares.

* (1) 1 % x WOF strip. Sub-cut (2) 1 ¥4 x 15” strips.

* (1) 1” x WOF strip. Sub-cut (2) 17 x 15” strips.

* (1) 1” x WOF strip. Sub-cut (10) 1” x 2 4" strips.

* (2) 1” x WOF strips. Sub-cut (2) 1” x 23 /2” strip and
(2) 17 x 6 47 strips

From the Moonshine Vine - Black (C), cut:

* (1) 1 '2” x WOF strip. Sub-cut (12) 1 }2” squares.

*(2) 1 '2” x WOF strips. Sub-cut (4) 1 /2" x 14 2" strips.

* (1) 1”7 x WOF strip. Sub-cut (1) 17 x 14 4” strip and
(2) 17 x 7 V4" strips.

From the Moonshine Vine - Pumpkin (D), cut:

* (1) 12 ¥5” x WOF strip. Sub-cut (2) 12 2" x 17 %" strips.
* (1) 1” x WOF strip. Sub-cut (24) 1” x 1 %4” strips.

* (2) 1”7 x WOF strips. Sub-cut (24) 17 x 2 ¥2” strips.

From the Crows and Wildflowers - Gold (E), cut:

* (1) 7 2" x Length of Fabric (LOF) strip. Sub-cut
(2) 7" x 1 Y47 strips.

* From the remaining fabric, cut (2) 2” x 25 2 WOF strips,
and (4) 1 /2” x 14 5” WOF strips.

* (1) 13 ¥2” x WOF strip. Sub-cut (2) 13 2" x 18 '2” WOF
strips.

From the Acorns and Flowers - Pumpkin (F), cut:
* (1) 1 %2” x WOF strip. Sub-cut (8) 1 /2" squares.

From the Moonshine Border Stripe - Black (G), fussy cut:
* (2) 337 x 2 %" LOF strips, each centered on a row of leaves.
* (1) 22 5” x 6 2" LOF strip, centered on a row of crows.

* (2) 18”7 x 2 5” LOF strips, each centered on a row of leaves.

From the Star Flowers - Charcoal (H), cut:
